Pier, Dock and Slip Operating Rules

Walkway, pier, boat slips and “T” platform are for the use of condo owners and their
guests only. The pier facility is owned by Harbour Watch at Dowry Creek Condominium
Association, Inc. and individual boat slips have been assigned to each condo unit.

No boat slip will be rented or leased to 2 non-condo owner. A condo unit lessee will be
considered as a condo owner for the purposes of slip usage. Any damages or violations of
the “rules of usage”, as determined by Harbour Watch Board of Directors, may result in
loss of pier and slip privileges.

If lights are turned on when using the facilities, please be sure to turn off when leaving
the pier.

There is to be no docking of boats on the end (SE) of the “T” platform except to load
and/or unload your boat. Temporary, but not overnight, docking on the sides (NE and
SW) of the “T” will be permitted.

Boats docked in slips or on lifts will be done so as fo not infringe upon or create a hazard
by protruding onto the six foot wide pier walkway.

All water hoses, ropes and other equipment will be stored so as to not cause trip hazards
on the main pier or finger piers.

If fishing from anywhere on the pier, please clean the area of any bait or “mess™ before
leaving the pier.

Be careful not to break the mono filament on pier, back of benches and/or atop pilings.
These are seagull deterrents.

After using “pipe ladder”, located on SW side of pier between Jet Ski lifts, please replace
on hooks provided for storage of ladder.

Be careful; not to kick or tamper with solar dock night lights.

No addition and/or alteration to the pier will be allowed without written permission of the
condo Board of Directors

These “rules of usage” may be changed (increased or decreased) from time to time as the
Board of Directors may deem necessary to provide for continued safe use and enjoyment
of the boating facility. .
