Scope of Work

Install a 10 mil, Class 1, vapor barrier to be taped along the overlapping seams and spiked to the ground.
Class 1 vapor barrier, joints of the vapor barrier shall overlap by minimum 12 inches and shall be sealed or
taped. Barrier will also be taped and sealed around the base of the piers. Our barrier is made in the USA. The
vapor barrier is covered under a limited warranty for a duration of twenty-five (25) years when installed in a
closed crawlspace, and ten (10) years when installed in an open crawlspace.

Install an approximately 8'drop girder with pressure-treated post piers at left of front door pictured in HIR 1.2.
New piers will bear on a proper concrete footing and will connect to the girder with proper framing clips and
fasteners. Access inside the home may be required to monitor home movements.

Remove and replace approximately 8' damaged girder and ledger at Right of front door. CSM will sister joists
back full length, or return spliced joists to a new permanent drop girder.

Remove and replace approximately 4 damaged sill (floor framing) with pressure treated lumber at front door.
CSM will sister joists back full length, or return spliced joists to a new permanent drop girder.

Remove and replace approximately 16' damaged sill (floor framing) with pressure treated lumber at kitchen HIR
1.3. CSM will sister joists back full length, or return spliced joists to a new permanent drop girder. Will need to
excavate for access

Sister approximately 11 floor joists full length to the next bearing point at front of house. Floor joists will be
nailed two rows every 12 inches with 16d nails.

Excavate crawl space soil and relocate off site. Additional excavation or time required will be performed upon
written change order.

Remove the current vapor barrier from the crawl space and dispose of it off-site.

When addressing uneven or wavy floors, it is necessary for the homeowner to be present during the work.
Please be aware that due to the nature of adjusting existing floor framing, cracking may occur in areas such as
flooring, sheetrock, trim, and/or paint as a result of the repair. The homeowner is responsible for repairing any
such damage.

Additionally, while Crawlspace Medic will make every effort to achieve a level floor, it is important to understand
that achieving 100% level may not always be possible, due to the existing settlement and conditions of the
home.

Please note that minor cracks and small movements in the structure are common and can be expected during
or following structural repairs. These occur due to natural settlement and the process of stabilization. Examples
of these may include cracks in drywall or tile, loose toilets, out-of-square door jambs or other cosmetic issues.
While Crawlspace Medic ensures that the work will be done properly and in accordance to NC Building Code
requirements, the above issues may occur. Access to the inside of the home may be necessary to help avoid
these issues. The customer is responsible for monitoring and addressing any further repairs that may be

TERMS OF SERVICE:

We propose to furnish the labor, materials and equipment required to complete the Scope of Work described above, in accordance
with the terms of this Estimate, for the sum proposed above (the “Estimate Amount”).

The Estimate Amount includes all labor, materials, Crawlspace Medic’s insurance, and any applicable sales tax and permit/license
fees required to complete the Scope of Work. The Estimate Amount does not include any cost increases including, but not limited to,
increases in labor costs, material costs, equipment costs, and permit/license fee costs resulting from any valid change orders signed
by the parties in accordance with the Terms and Conditions.

Unless stipulated by payment terms above, 25% percent of the Estimate Amount, shall be paid by the Customer upon execution of
this Estimate. The remaining seventy five (75%) percent of the Estimate Amount, as same may be amended by any valid change
orders, shall be due in full upon completion of the Scope of Work and submission of a final invoice (the “Final Invoice”) by Crawlspace
Medic to the Customer. Crawlspace Medic will take payment by check or process remaining balance with card on file. | acknowledge
that Crawlspace Medic is authorized to process any remaining balance for my completed project using the card on file if payment is
not satisfied by 30 days following completion of project and issuance of invoice.

If the Final Invoice is not paid in full by the Customer within thirty (30) days of receipt of the Final Invoice, interest shall accrue on said
amount at 1.5% per month, and Crawlspace Medic shall be entitled to recover from Customer, jointly and severally, any and all costs
incurred in attempting to collect the past due amount including, but not limited to, its attorneys’ fees.

Work proposed, agreed upon and performed in this Estimate will be between CSM ENC, LLC, DBA “Crawlspace Medic” and the
Customer as designated in the Estimate.

This Estimate, and the Terms and Conditions attached hereto, shall be governed by and construed under the laws of the state of
North Carolina, without regard to conflicts of law principles.

The Parties hereby agree that the courts of the State of North Carolina shall have sole and exclusive jurisdiction over any matter
arising from the interpretation, purpose, effect, or operation of this Estimate. The Parties consent to venue in Lenoir County, North
Carolina, and waive any rights they may have to assert jurisdiction or venue in any other court, administrative forum, or other
adjudicative body. If mutually agreed by both parties, disputes may be adjudicated through binding arbitration by a qualified third party
such as the American Arbitration Association.

Crawlspace Medic warrants that the scope of work will be performed in a workmanlike manner and will be reasonably free of defects
in material and workmanship for a period of twelve (12) months from the date of the final invoice. If any defect is discovered and
written notice of such defect is delivered to Crawlspace Medic within the warranty period, the obligations of Crawlspace Medic are
expressly limited to the repair or replacement of the defective work and do not extend to any damage or harm resulting thereby or
therefrom. Crawlspace Medic shall have the exclusive right to determine whether the defect should be corrected by repair or
replacement. No other warranty, whether expressed, implied or statutory including, without limitation, warranties as to merchantability,
fitness for a particular purpose, or arising from or under common law, or course of dealing or usage of trade or otherwise shall exist
with respect to the services and materials provided under the Estimate. The limited warranty contained herein does not cover any
defect which resulted from or was impacted or caused by any alteration, misuse oraccidental damage (caused by persons other than
Crawlspace Medic’'s employees and agents) or which resulted from any lack of reasonable care by persons other than Crawlspace
Medic’s employees and agents. No officer, employee or agent of Crawlspace Medic is authorized to grant any other express or implied
warranty or representation beyond the provisions of this limited warranty at any time. Crawlspace Medic assumes no liability or
obligations on account of representations made by any third party. This warranty does not apply to any manufacturer’s original



equipment (“equipment”) installed as part of the scope of work, such equipment be covered solely by any applicable manufacturer’s
warranty related to such equipment, provided, however, that this provision shall not be read to impose any additional obligations on
Crawlspace Medic beyond the obligations imposed under this limited warranty.

By signing above, the Customer:

(i) acknowledges that he/she/they has/have read and understands this Estimate and the Terms and Conditions;

(i) accepts the Estimate Amount and agrees to be bound by all of the terms of the Estimate and the Terms and Conditions attached to
this Estimate; and

(iii) authorizes Crawlspace Medic to perform the Scope of Work.

(iv) authorizes Crawlspace Medic to process any remaining balance for his/her/their completed project if payment is not satisfied by
30 days following completion of project and issuance of invoice.

(v) agrees that no chargebacks requests shall be initiated on any credit card payments made; any chargebacks that occur shall be
immediately recovered with an additional 3% in merchant fees, and any disputes with work performed shall be mitigated with
Crawlspace Medic.
