To cancel the contract,
vou must personally deliver or mail writren notice of your decision to cancel to the owner or the owner's agent within three
calendar days following your receipe of this Disclosure Statement, or three calendar days following the date of the contract,
whichever occurs first. However, in no event does the Disclosure Act permit you to cancel a contract after settlement of ¢che
transaction or {in the case of a sale or exchange) after you have occupied the property. whichever occurs first,
