RULES AND REGULATIONS
(May 2024)

Each Owner is responsible for the proper conduct of members of their family, guest, lessees, and service
personnel. Owners should be certain that their guests and renters understand and observe these Rules
and Regulations. Copies of these Rules and Regulations should be posted in a prominent place within
your unit.

. The following rules and Regulations were designed to make living for you and your neighbors pleasant
and comfortable. The restrictions that are imposed are for the mutual benefit of all.

Owners are being asked to report all violations of these Rules and Regulation in writing to the
Association manager at:

The Association Manager will address each violation accordingly. However, any disagreements
regarding the violations will be reported to the Association’s Board of Directors and/or the appropriate
committee for subsequent judgment.

The Association’s Board of Directors reserves the right to change or revoke existing Rules and
Regulations from time to time as necessary for the safety and protection of the condominium property
and its occupants. Please keep in mind that these Rules and Regulations were designed to promote
cleanliness and good order of the property and to assure the comfort and convenience of the
membership.

GENERAL

No noxious or offensive activity shall be carried on in any Dwelling Unit or on the Common Areas of
the lot of an Owner, nor shall anything be done therein, either willfully or negligently, which may be or
become an annoyance or nuisances to the other Lot Owner and/or occupants.

Owners and occupants shall exercise reasonable care to avoid making or permitting to be made loud,
disturbing, or objectionable noises and in using or playing or permitting to be used or played musical
instruments or devices in such a manner as may disturb surrounding neighbors. Residents are also
reminded of noise ordinances with the Town of Surf City.

No clothes, sheets, blankets, laundry or any kind or other articles shall be hung out or exposed on any
part of the common areas, or on any lot in a manner that is visible from any common area, neighboring
lot, or street.

. The common areas must be kept free of and clear of rubbish, debris and other unsightly materials.
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Open fires are strictly prohibited on the subdivision other than fires in charcoal grills or other similar
cooking devices located upon lots or grills or similar devices, owned by the Association and constituting
a portion of the recreational facilities, provided the use of such devices does not violate any local
governmental rules or regulations.

There shall be no storage or parking of any items, including baby carriages, playpens, bicycles, wagons,
toys, vehicles, benches, or chairs in any part of the common areas.

Nothing may be added to or taken from the general common areas without the recommendation of the
Association’s Architectural Review Committee (ARC) and prior written approval from the Board of
Directors.

No owner or occupant shall install exterior television, telephone or radio antenna, machines, or air
conditioning units on the exterior of the building nor shall any similar improvements that protrude
through the roof of the dwelling be constructed except those that are recommended by the ARC and
approved by the Board of Directors.

No work of any kind, including repairs, shall be done upon the exterior building walls of the unit or on
the common areas by any Owner or Resident without prior written approval of the Board of Directors.

Prior approval from the Board of Directors must be obtained prior to installing and landscaping or
planting any flowers, herbs or vegetables, on any portion of the subdivision or lot.

The installation of fencing between units is not allowed unless it is recommended by the ARC and
written approval is received from the Board of Directors.

Nothing shall be done or kept in any unit, in the common areas, or on a lot which will increase the rate
of insurance of the buildings, or contents thereof, applicable of residential use, without the prior written
approval of the Association. No lot Owner shall permit anything to be done or kept in his or her unit, in
the common areas, or on a lot which will result in the cancellation of insurance on the buildings, or
contents thereof, or which would be in violation of any law. No waste will be committed in the common
area. All laws shall be obeyed.

Nothing shall be done in any Dwelling Unit, or on any Lot, or in, on or to the Common Areas which will
impair the structural integrity of any building, or which would structurally change any building without
the prior written approval of the Board.

Any damage to the common areas or Association property caused by a unit owner, tenant, their children
and/or their guest shall be repaired at the expense of that owner.

Only one (1) standard “For Rent” or “For Sale” sign is permitted to be displayed in the window of the
unit. No other sign that is visible from the outside of the unit may be placed on any part of the
subdivision unless prior Board approval is obtained.

16) Owners wishing to rent their units shall submit a copy of the lease agreement to the BOD for
approval prior to renting their unit. Leases must be a minimum of 12 months to receive approval.
Short-term and vacation rentals are strictly prohibited.



All PARKING

The parking of any trailer coach, house trailer, mobile home, automobile trailer, motorcycle, camp car,
recreational vehicle, camper, truck which exceeds % ton, boat, boat trailer, or any vehicle with letters or
other markings over four inches tall or with, or any similar vehicle is prohibited from being parked on
any part of the subdivision, unless the vehicle is parked in the garage of the vehicle Owner at all times;
the garage door is to be kept closed at all times while the vehicle is parked therein.

Vehicles used by the Resident of the lot as a primary source of transportation may be parked in the
driveway of the lot or in any garage space. However, Residents of any one Lot may not collectively
park more than four (4) vehicles in the subdivision. It would become necessary to change this to 3
vehicles should the common area with rope support the building of homes on lots 202-212 and 402-412.

Inoperative vehicles may not be parked within the subdivision unless these inoperative vehicles are
parked in the garage and then garage door is completely closed.

No auto maintenance and/or repairs may be performed in the subdivision except if performed inside the
garage of a Lot Owner.

Vehicles not parked in the owner’s driveway or garage must display the Triton Village parking tag;
otherwise, the vehicle will be towed at the owner’s expense. Exception would be when an owner allows
another owner to park in their driveway.

PETS
No animal of any kind shall be raised, bred, or kept on any lot or in any unit or in the common areas,
except that two (2) dogs, two (2) cats, or one of each, or two (2) other household pets may be kept in a

unit, provided that the pets are not kept, bred, or maintained for any commercial purposes.

. All pets must be kept within the confines of the unit except when being held on a hand leash by the pet
owner.

. All pets must be always held on a leash by the pet owner when being walked on the common area.

Pet owners must always clean up after their pets.

Lot owners are not permitted to install a fence of any kind on any portion of the common areas without
the prior written consent of the Board/ARC. Any fence request must include plans with the standard
accepted design and materials already established and located in the HOA CAMs portal.

. No pet may be “staked”, housed, tied up or otherwise left on any part of the common areas.

No doghouse or other structure used or intended for the housing or keeping of animals may be
constructed, placed, or maintained.



The right of an occupant to maintain an animal in a unit shall be subject to termination if the Board in its
full and complete discretion, determines that maintenance of such animal constitutes a nuisance or
creates a detrimental effect on the subdivision or occupants.

TRASH DISPOSAL

. All trash, garbage or other rubbish shall be deposited only in covered sanitary containers. Any type of
food must be placed in a secure garbage bag prior to placing it in the garbage container. This includes
the garbage containers provided for the pool area.

. Trash containers must be stored either in the garage or in front of storage buildings between units

and may be placed on the curb no earlier than the night before the collection day (Wednesday). Empty
containers must be removed from the curbside within 24 hours after collection. Exceptions can be made
for an owner out of town. However, the owner should work with a neighbor to assist with the timeline
for trash containers to be at the side of the road.

The Town of Surf City offers bulk pickup twice a year. The dates will be provided on the Surf City
home page. The Town of Surf City has requested that bulky items be placed on the curb on the Friday
before the actual collection day. Bulk items are defined as any appliances, mattresses, household debris,
and other items that are not regularly picked up with regular curbside trash and recycling. Please note
that bulk item pickup does NOT include construction debris, electronic waste, or hazardous
materials.

SWIMMING POOL

Homeowners who have delinquent dues or outstanding late charges are prohibited from usage of the
pool facilities. Management company will lock the pool fobs for homeowners with delinquent
assessments and will unlock card when assessments are current.

People using the pool facilities do so at their own risk.

. Access to pool facilities is allowed from 9:00 A.M. to 8:00 P.M. daily. Only ten (10) people are
allowed in the pool at any given time per county regulations associated with the pool size. Regulations
also do not allow anyone in the pool when dark.

Children 12 years of age and under must be supervised by a responsible individual at least 16 years of
age.

Smoking and alcohol are prohibited within the pool area.

Glass containers are prohibited. Food and drinks should be kept at least three feet from the edge of the
pool.

The doors to the building must remain completely closed at all times.

The pool area will remain open to all residents and guests and cannot be reserved for private or
exclusive events.

Infants/toddlers must always wear waterproof plastic pants or approved swim diapers while in the water.
Due to health concerns, nude toddlers are not allowed. Any additional cleaning that is necessary due to
a child not wearing waterproof plastic pants or approved swim diapers will be charged to the owner of
the unit.

A responsible adult must always accompany infants/toddlers in the water.

Pets are forbidden in the pool area.

Each person must shower thoroughly each time before entering the pool.

Running, horseplay and roughhousing are not allowed. No diving!!!

Noise levels should be kept at a minimum due to the proximity of nearby homes. Personal radios or
other music devices without headphones should be kept at a low and respectful level to not disturb other
residents or guests in the pool area. Noise level info for Surf City is located on the Surf City Home Page.

Guests will be allowed to ONLY use the pool when accompanied by a homeowner.

Pool furniture may not be reserved. Do not leave towels, clothing, etc., on chairs or lounges to reserve
such. All pool furniture is available on a first come, first served, basis.

Appropriate attire will conform to conventional swimsuits.
Swimming aids, “kiddy” floats and noodles are permitted in the pool.

Chemicals must be used in the pool for health reasons. The Association is not responsible for any
reaction to clothing, hair, etc.

No standing or jumping on pool furniture.

Pool furniture must remain in the pool area.

No littering. Trash and recycling bins have been provided for your convenience. All trash must be
contained within a bag prior to being placed in a trash bin. Recyclable items must be appropriately
separated for disposal in a recycling bin. Please ensure only recyclable items are placed in recycling
bins, and other trash is placed in trash bins. RECYCLE bins are a blue color and no food can be
placed in these bins, or the town can refuse to remove the trash.

Loitering is prohibited in the clubhouse.

Public displays of affection and profanity are prohibited.

The Board of Directors reserves the right to deny entrance to the pool and has the right to ask swimmers
to leave.

Each owner has the responsibility to report any deviation from these rules via the portal system in place
with CAMs.
